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Guidelines for Preparation of Full Paper to 8th International Conference on Concrete Pavements

Abstract

This document describes the format instructions for papers for the 8th International Conference on Concrete Pavements to be held August 14-18 in Colorado Springs, Colorado, USA.  It is our goal to be relatively flexible in the format, yet maintain a reasonable degree of consistency between papers in the finished product. This WORD template file contains all of the necessary formatting in the styles pull-down menus. If you don’t see the styles pull down menu choose Format>Styles and Formatting. The style headings are self-explanatory. This template was borrowed from an ASCE conference and has been slightly modified with this conference’s specific information.  These instructions have been prepared in the format that should be used for the preparation of manuscripts. All text except for the title should be 12 point Times New Roman, fully justified. Start the abstract three lines below the author(s) name(s). The abstract should be 100 – 200 words, in a single paragraph.  Example:  Insert a text section:  Copy the section to be inserted; highlight the section where the insert will go, select Edit Paste Special and unformatted text so your text will be formatted when inserted. 
Introduction

The papers for the 8th International Conference on Concrete Pavements should be submitted in MS Word format to iscp8@ecn.purdue.edu by February 15 (initial paper submittals).  Author notification of paper acceptance is scheduled to be completed by April 1.  The final version of the accepted paper is then scheduled to be completed by May 1.
This document describes, and is formatted in the desired format for the conference papers. You may use the formats in the style pull-down menu.

Research Significance

Papers must address the significance of the work to researchers and/or practitioners, either in the abstract or introduction or in a separate section on “Research Significance.”

Format Requirements

To use this template file simply cut and paste into this template. The formatting styles are given self-explanatory names. The general format requirements are as follows:

· Paper Length: 15 pages (suggested length) or no longer than 10,000 words, counting all figures and tables as 250 word equivalents each.

· Margins: 1 inch top and bottom; 1.375 inches on sides

· Title: 16 pt bold Times New Roman, centered

· Authors/Affiliation/E-mails: Provide the authors’ names and refer to their affiliations and contact info using a footnote. Follow each author name by their ISCP Member status (if applicable).  For example: Associate Professor, Civil & Environmental Engineering Department, Stilwell Hall, Euclid Avenue at East 24th Street, Cleveland State University, Cleveland, Ohio 44115, email: n.delatte@csuohio.edu

· Abstract Header: 12 pt bold Times New Roman, with two blank lines above, one below

· Abstract: A 100-200 word abstract in 12 pt Times New Roman, single spacing, justified on both margins

· Section Headings: 12 pt bold Times New Roman.
· Section Subheadings: 12 pt bold, italicized Times New Roman, and begin the paragraph

· Section SubSubheadings: 12 pt italicized Times New Roman, and begin the paragraph

· Body text: 12 pt Times New Roman, single spacing, justified on both margins, no blank line between paragraphs, indentation for beginning of a paragraph. This style is called “Normal Indent”. 

· Figures: Insert in text where appropriate, with 12 pt Bold Times New Roman centered below the figure as shown in the example below. For type within figures or tables, the 12-point size is preferred. The figure should be centered in the document and text should NOT be wrapped around the figure. This can be chieved by right-clicking on the picture, selecting “Format Picture”, and then using the options under the “Layout” tab.  To save on file space, an option may be to use “Paste Special” and then choose “picture” instead of directly pasting into the document.  However, this will eliminate the ability to modify the figure within the WORD document itself.
· Tables: As with Figures, but with caption centered above the table.  The table should also be centered within the left-right page margins.
· Equations: Centered, with equation number at the right (not necessary if not mentioned more than once), one blank line above and below

· Units: Each author must use the International System of Units (SI) and units acceptable in SI. Other units may be given in parentheses, dual-unit tables, or an appendix.

· Page Numbers, Authors, and Footer: Number each page of your manuscript, including pages with illustrations that may appear after the text. Most word processing programs have options for inserting page numbers as footers. Preferred design: page number at right of header (12 pt Times New Roman); use Arabic numerals as shown in these instructions.  Also include the phrase “8th International Conference on Concrete Pavements – Colorado Springs, CO, USA – August 14-18, 2005” in Times New Roman, 9 pt font, center in the footer.  The Author’s last names should also be at the left of the header in 12 pt Times New Roman Italicized.  For more than 3 authors, use One, et. al. 

· References: All references should appear together single-spaced at the end of the paper. References are listed alphabetically by last name of the first author. When two or more references by the same author are listed, year of publication is taken into account, and the earliest work is listed first. Wherever reference is made in the text to an author’s work, the author’s name and year of publication should appear in parentheses. All listed references must be cited in text. The proper style for references is shown in the list below; for example, “… in previous work by the authors (Smyth & Masri, 2002; Kirkner and Spencer, 1996)” or “… as shown in the work by Kareem et al. (1998) and Haldar and Mahadevan (2000).”

A bulleted list should have the following suggested spacing

· Skip a line before making a bulleted list, and after the last bullet skip another line. The first line after the last bullet should have an indent, i.e. use style “Normal Indent” (if applicable).
· Last Bullet example
A number list should follow the same basic spacing rules as the bulleted list. A format style “Numbered List” achieves the desired effect. e.g.,

1. this is the first list item

2. this is the second item

Provide a space before the paragraph after the numbered list and use the “Normal Indent” formatting as shown in this paragraph (if applicable).
Subsection Heading.  After the Subsection Heading Title, use the “Normal” format of text.

SubSubSection Heading. After the SubSubsection Heading Title, use the “Normal” format of text.

Conclusions

Discuss your conclusions or summary here.
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Additional information on references

To cite sources in the text, use the author-date method; list the last names of the authors, then the year. The formats are as follows: one author—(Smith 2004); two authors—(Smith and Jones 2004); three or more authors—(Smith et al. 2004). Prepare a reference section listing all references alphabetically by last name of the first author. For anonymous reports and standards, alphabetize by the issuing institution. Double-space the reference section. Below are samples of properly formatted and complete references:

Journals: King, S., and Delatte, N. J. (2004). “Collapse of 2000 Commonwealth

Avenue: Punching shear case study.” J. Perf. Constr. Facil., 18(1), 54-61.

Double-check the year, journal title, volume and issue numbers, and page numbers. ASCE reference information can be verified using the Database at www.pubs.asce.org.

Conference Proceedings and Symposia: Fwa, T. F., Liu, S. B., Teng, K. J. (2004). “Airport pavement condition rating and maintenance-needs assessment using fuzzy logic.” Proc., Airport Pavements: Challenges and New Technologies, ASCE, Reston, Va., 29-38.
Include the sponsor of the conference or publisher of the proceedings, AND that entity’s location—city and state or city and country. This includes Transportation Research Board annual meeting preprints – include the preprint number.

Books and Reports: Feld, J., and Carper, K. (1997). Construction failure, 2nd Ed., Wiley, New York.
Book references must include author, book title, publisher, and the publisher’s location. If a specific chapter is being used, list the chapter title and inclusive page numbers. For reports, include the full institution name (not just the acronym) and its location.

Unpublished Material: Unpublished material is not included in the references. It may be cited in the text in the following forms: (John Smith, personal communication, May 16, 1999) or (Jones et al., unpublished manuscript, 2002). As an exception to the rule, articles that are accepted for publication may be included in the references as follows: Gibson, W. (2003). “Cyberspace: The postmodern frontier.” J. Comp. in Fiction, in press.
Web Pages and On-line Material: Burka, L. P. (2002). “A hypertext history of multiuser dimensions.” MUD history, <http://www.ccs.neu.edu> (Dec. 5, 2003).
Include an author if possible, a copyright date, a title, the Web address, and the date the material was accessed or downloaded (in parentheses at the end).

CD-ROM: Liggett, J. A., and Caughey, D. A. (1998). “Fluid statics.” Fluid mechanics (CD-Rom), ASCE, Reston, Va.
Include authors, copyright date, titles, medium, and producer/publisher and their location.
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
